PRESENTS THE WORLD PREMIERE OF
ATTACK OF THE GIANT NUTS
October 12-November 4, 2007
FULLERTON, CA – The Hunger Artists Theater Company is proud to present a world premiere sci-fi rock musical comedy just in time for Halloween: Attack of the Giant Nuts, with book, music and lyrics by Scott Keister. Directed and choreographed by Jeremy Gable, with musical direction by Tom Ring, Attack of the Giant Nuts runs October 12-November 4, 2007. 
Two former high school sweethearts notice that the citizens of their small town are behaving strangely...by acting exceedingly normal.  Meanwhile, giant peanuts have started cropping up in the most unusual places.  Is this some sort of flu bug?  Or is there weird shit going down?
Gable directs an outstanding ensemble cast including Christina Acero (Betsy), Katie Chidester (Margie), Mark Coleman (Uncle Willy / Ray), Leonard Joseph Dunham (Billy / Mike The Cop), Scott Keister (Milo), Jessica Lynch (Nancy / Sally), Garrett T. McDonald (Daniel / Young Milo), Parker Morrison (Edie / Young Betsy / Ambulance Driver), Stephen Reifenstein (Stan), Amber Scott (Maxine), Michael Smith (Dr. Teal / Salesperson) and Kaitlyn Tice (Dr. Mallard / Aunt Dora).
Scenic Design for Attack of the Giant Nuts is by Andrew Vonderschmitt. Sound and Lighting Design is by Joy Bice. Costumes are designed by Tamra Fernandez.  Brey Barrett serves as production Stage Manager.
Musical accompaniment for Attack of the Giant Nuts will be provided by Tom Ring (Guitar), Erik Carlsson (Bass) and Treve Misemer (Drums).
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Attack of the Giant Nuts centers on Betsy, who returns to her small town after a long post-divorce vacation.  However, just as she is reuniting with her old flame - a nervous doctor by the name of Milo - weird events start occurring.  People are claiming that their family members are no longer who they claim to be, and giant peanuts harboring human bodies are appearing around town.  Our heroes try to figure out what’s going on, as the people closest to them start becoming their worst enemies.
Scott Keister has been a company member at the Hunger Artists Theatre Company since 2005, and has been seen in numerous productions, including Twelfth Night, Hedwig and the Angry Inch and The Pledge Drive: Ruminations on the Hunger Artist. Attack of the Giant Nuts is his musical writing debut.  "I grew up on 50s sci-fi and horror movies, and the monsters that always stuck with me were not the rubber monsters or giant insects, but the ones where people were transformed into inhuman versions of themselves," Keister said.  "I found this idea to have a strong resonance in the world today, where people you think you know do the strangest things, and most of society seems transformed into mindless automatons."  Keister adds, "I never did see the point of musicals, so it made perfect sense to tell a story about a world gone mad by having characters sing about it. And if you’re going to rebel against an army of mindless robo-humans, what better form of music is there than rock and roll?"  
Jeremy Gable is the Artistic Director of the Hunger Artists Theatre Company.  He has previously helmed the Orange County premieres of Sarah Kane’s 4.48 Psychosis and Bryony Lavery’s Frozen.  “I have loved this script since Scott started writing it almost two years ago,” Gable said.  “On the surface, it’s an enjoyable story with some very catchy tunes.  However, it also digs deeper into our apathetic society, and our unique ability to turn our backs on upsetting situations.  And what better way to show apathy than in musical theatre, one of the most emotional forms of storytelling ever devised.”  Attack of the Giant Nuts is his musical directing and choreography debut.
Performances of Attack of the Giant Nuts will take place on Fridays and Saturdays at 8 pm, Sundays at 7 pm. There will be a special performance on Thursday, November 1 at 8 pm. General admission tickets for Attack of the Giant Nuts are $18; senior and students (with valid ID) may purchase tickets for $15.
